Dead bird collection is taking place between May 1 and
October 15 in order to monitor West Nile virus in our area. Only
bird carcasses in good condition (dead no more than c. 48 hours) that
show no signs of what might have caused its death are desired. Only
the following birds are acceptable: crows, blue jays, grackles,
starlings, robins, cardinals, sparrows, finches, hawks, and owls.
Using something to cover your hands, wrap bird in paper
towels, double bag it, and place in the freezer. Contact the Hancock
County Health Department at 217-357-2171.
