Opioid Awareness Presentation in Nauvoo 
  

 The first "Opioid Awareness" presentation in Hancock County will be held on Friday, August 
10, at 6:00 p.m. at the Nauvoo Fire Station. The “Opioid Awareness” presentation is an approx. 40-
minute presentation addressing four main topics: What opioids are; the history of the opioid epidemic; 
where we are today (U.S. and IL); and a solution/guide to help prevent the spread of opioid 
addiction.  The Hancock County Opioid Task Force has worked with subject matter experts to develop 
effective, evidence-informed adult training addressing the opioid health crisis and addiction / substance 
use disorder. It also contains information that helps explain how opioid use affects the human brain. 
This presentation is for individuals, parents, healthcare professionals and groups and organizations who 
are working to prevent and reduce the effects of the opioid public health crisis.  

It’s a “Sign” of the Times… 
 With July’s pageant a 
mere memory, September’s Labor 
Day Weekend’s Grape Festival 
festivities looming, and October’s 
Pumpkin Walk and Scarecrow 
Festival committees already 
dreaming of new possibilities, it 
seems that August is a perfect time 
to introduce the site of the future 
Nauvoo Community 
Center.  Designed to be an 
attractive, welcoming addition to 
the downtown area, the facility will 
serve residents’ day to day 
municipal service needs and 
promote Nauvoo as a year round gathering place for conferences, business meetings, and families. 

Nauvoo Community Center Site Plan 
 The 15,000 square foot Nauvoo Community Center 
will be situated near the northeast corner of the block. 
Parking spaces for 100 cars will be located on site: 60 on a 
lot on the NW corner of Barnett and Knight streets 
(encompassing and extending beyond the former tennis 
court) with accesses on Barnett (across from the post office) 
and Mulholland (where access presently exists).  Twelve 
pull-in parking spaces will be on the north side of the 
building along Knight Street. An additional 30 spaces will 
be on the east side of the building, with accesses from both 
Knight and Robinson. Overflow parking for events will be 
on the city-owned lot across Robinson to the east (not 
shown) . The development plan was to keep the area on the 
corner of Mulholland and Barnett as a green space that, 
eventually, could be used for future business development.   
 The quiet phase of the fundraising campaign is 

under way with the Nauvoo Community Center Capital Campaign Committee members personally 
contacting potential major donors. Later, a broader appeal to all area residents as well as the large 
population of people living elsewhere who have links to Nauvoo will be launched.

Nauvoo City Council News 
July 10, 2018 

 Approved 3rd Reading of Appropriations Ordinance 2018-1. 

 Approved 2nd Reading of Ordinance 2018-4, repealing 
Section 4-2-5 (D) (2) and Section 4-2-5 (D)(3) and amend 
Section 4-2-5 (D) to reflect that change and omission made by 
the code codification service and waived the 3rd Reading. 

 Discussed Stossel Ordinance violation. 

 Approved 1st Reading of Ordinance 2018-3, providing for the 
regulation of, and application for, small wireless facilities and 
waived the 2nd and 3rd Readings. 

 Discussed maintenance of the Nature Trail/Riverwalk. 

 Approved Resolution 2018-1, to approve a 3 year contract 
with Kohlmorgan Hauling for residential garbage hauling 
(through May 31, 2021). 

 Approved 1st Reading of Ordinance 2018-5 to amend certain 
provisions of Sect. 9-1-2 of the city code regarding non-
highway vehicles and low speed vehicles. 

 Approved changes to lease agreements. 

 Approved proposal from the NCCCCC on accepting donations 
and pledges up to 4 years and recognizing those funds as 
security to borrow against and use for payments to begin the 
building process when more than adequate funds are 
committed. 

 Approved renewing membership with Hancock County 
Economic Development Corp. 

 Discussed the Hotel/Motel Board--City taking over the web 
site. 

 The Planning Commission moved to send the 185 N. Bluff St. 
Variance request to the Council with no recommendation. 

 The Council denied the Variance request with a 4-2 vote, for 
185 N Bluff St--Dane and Barbara Chapman, to allow nightly 
rentals. 

 The Planning Commission denied the 1350 Knight St. 
Variance request based on the concerns of the residents in the 
area. 

 Tabled the Variance request for 1350 Knight St--Jennifer 
Lind, to allow the operation of a bed & breakfast. 

 The Streets and Buildings Committee had no recommendation 
for either Variance request.  Nauvoo already has 35 nightly 
rentals, and the committee noted more were not needed. 

 Both Variance requests had a lot of residents concerned about 
setting a precedent in allowing nightly rentals in residential 
areas. 

 The Economic Development Committee Chairman, Gene 
Schurts, reported that Kathy Hernandez has one the drawing 
for the gift certificate from the sell phone survey.
